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Ideal or Fantasy: An Analysis of the Experimental City Construction
Plan Drafts in Guangxi after the Anti-dJapanese War
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Abstract: After the victory of the Anti-Japanese War in 1945, the National Government made a more comprehensive
planning work of cities in order to implement Urban Planning Act in early-modern China. Most of Them were put
on hold and could not be implemented due to the changes of times or the planning itself. The Experimental Cities
Planning of Guangxi was one of those documents which have not been mentioned in academia so far. The paper
takes Experimental City Construction Plan Drafts of Guilin, Nanning, Liuzhou and Wuzhou as the research objects.
From the perspective of city planning history, this paper investigates the origin and background of the drafts, at the
same time, analyzes its content, characteristics and thoughts. It could provide historical information and reflections
to deepen the study of early-modern planning history, especially to that of reconstruction after the Anti-Japanese
War, and have a correct understanding of ideal and fantasy in urban planning.
