Question Analysis on the Ideal Slope of Ang Element in Ying-zao Fa-shi
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Abstract: The slope angle of Ang Elements in Ying-zao Fa-shi can be obtained by geometric drawing and can also be
expressed by Pythagorean ratio. At present, there are different views on the problem of whether the slope of Angs
can be solidified into an “ideal” value . Comparing the two lowering height modes of high-grade auxiliary head Angs
interaction, drawing and found “turning point” method can not achieve completely the preset targets, “overhangs the
purline”. While translation method can satisfy the relationship of concise construction between the Angs and buttress
brackets. If the latter used in engineering, then deduced from the design needs and actual results, that keeping the
stable conclusion is better than value changes at random of Ang’ s slope.
