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Abstract: Architectural images, as an important method for the study of architectural history, played an import-
ant role in the 18™-19™ century European architects, scholars or engineers in the process of enquiry into the prin-
ciples of classical architecture. Images in this period, as a kind of non-verbal thinking, showed a distinct scientific
character, no longer a mere reproduction of reality, but a presentation of the architect’s logical thinking and a
re-creation of reality. The article introduces the graphic strategies of many new disciplinary theories in the 19"
century and their influence on architects’ architectural images, and comprehends the evolution of architectural
analysis of images throughout this period, highlighting the crucial role and practical significance of historians in
expanding the perspective of architectural images.
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
