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Abstract: The planning of revolutionary memorial sites is a unique and important planning practice in the history
of urban planning in New China. Based on extensive review of a batch of original archival materials, a historical
investigation was conducted on the first batch of revolutionary memorial site planning practices carried out in
Zunyi, Jinggangshan, Shaoshan, and Yan'an before and after the 10th anniversary of the founding of P.R.China.
The purpose, tasks, guiding ideology, main planning content, and technical methods of revolutionary memorial
site planning were sorted out. On this basis, the important significance of the planning practice of revolutionary
memorial sites in four cities in the history of urban planning in New China was further revealed, and several in-
spirations were proposed for contemporary planning work. Under the conditions of the new era, revolutionary
memorial cities should formulate specialized plans for revolutionary memorial systems; We should take revolution-
ary commemorative cities as pilot objects and explore theories and methods for the protection and utilization of
regional and composite cultural heritage.
